Interview Questions

Here are the questions the judges most likely will ask:

Relation to theme


Would you please further explain your topic’s

relation to theme?  It must be a strong connect!

Thesis Statement or Question


Would you please further explain your

main/central research statement or question about your topic that you researched?  What is the question/statement they are trying to prove in history.

Significance in  History


Why do you think your topic is so important and significant in history?  This is the tie breaking question....Why is it important and why TODAY!

Research & Evidence
What specific sources did you find that support

your statement on… this is where you brag on your highest quality primary sources.

Places topic in historical context: 

What social, political, economic or cultural events did you find that impacted your topic? (A timeline gives a chronological view where the historical context are social, political, economic issues that impacted a topic.)  This is critical in performance.  It is the one category that you can really tell why those issues impacted your topic.  For example:  Karen Carpenter.  It was socially the beginning of "Hollywood" wanting super thin celebrities...Good looking celebrities bring in more money for the industry.

Development, Critical Thought, Logic and Analysis.  

What type of compare/contrast or pro/con investigation did you do to examine your topic?  What type of if/then questions did you ask about this topic?

Balance of Perspectives

(Points of view)
What were the two main points of view on this

topic?  Make sure more than one point of view is presented.

Presentation of Research Within Project
(Sources)Ask about primary or secondary sources within project.  Such as: How did you contact xyz expert or How did you locate an original copy of xyz document?  Have authentic reproductions of clothing, objects, documents in the play.

Conclusion and Interpretation of Research
However, all conclusions must be based on fact/sources.  How do you think your topic impacts, influences or has made changes today.
